Patron of the Archdiocese
Chad was born in the seventh century,was
educated at Lindisfarne, and as a bishop
established his See at Lichfield. His
reputation spread quickly and favourably as a
kind pastor who sought out the lost and
cared for the sick. He died at Lichfield in
672. Today his shrine is located in St Chad’s
Cathedral, Birmingham.
